The line
was purchased by Case in 1969, and the
machines carried the Case-Davis label until
the mid 1970s when the Davis name was
dropped. Case nurtured the line until 2002
when it was sold to Astec Underground and
the machines received the Astec brand.

Astec Underground continues to enhance
the line’s reputation for performanceand
durability. Mainstay models like the Maxi-
Sneaker and TF300B still have a respected
place in the Astec lineup. Innovative
walk-behind trenchers like the RT130 and
RT160 are quickly joining them. These newly
engineered units pay homage to the Astec
heritage while confidently demonstrating
the company’s vision for the future.

Astec products are manufactured at the
company’s 360,000 square-foot facility in
Loudon, Tenn., alongside the company’s
Trencor line of rock trenchers, surface min-
ers, road miners, and related equipment.
Astec has owned the Trencor brand since

needs.
